How to know when to submit an electronic or a paper progress report: the eRA Commons includes the capability to electronically submit progress reports for grants awarded under the Streamlined Non-Competing Award Process (SNAP). This will be indicated in your Notice of Grant Award.


A. Electronic Submission: E-SNAP: Electronic Streamlined Non-competing Award Process—A system designed and supported by NIH (National Institute of Health) to allow faculty/researcher to prepare and submit proposal electronically via a web-based system where one time data entry is required. Data provided in the E-SNAP proposal can viewed printed and merged at the Sponsored Research office (such as OSP at UW) as well as the Funding Agencies Database to avoid duplicate paper and data entry effort.

2. No need of PHS 2590 forms. Fill out everything that is requested on your electronic application forms provided through the eRA Commons. Your uploaded documents (other support, biosketches, etc) could be in a Word format.
